Free School Meals

Dear Parents/Carers,
At Campsbourne School, we are committed to ensuring that every child receives the best possible education and support. That’s why we strongly encourage you to register your child for benefit-related Free School Meals – unlocking a range of valuable benefits for both your child and the school.

Why should you register?

Registering for Free School Meals provides access to:

· Free Holiday Activity and Food (HAF) clubs during school holidays

· Shopping vouchers funded by Haringey Council (£15 per child, per week during holidays)

· Additional funding for the school through the Pupil Premium — worth £1,480 per eligible child. This helps us enhance learning experiences, provide more resources, and offer targeted support where needed most.

Who is eligible?

Your child may qualify if you receive one or more of the following benefits:

· Universal Credit (with an annual net earned income of no more than £7,400)

· Income Support

· Income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance

· Income-related Employment and Support Allowance

· Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999

· The guaranteed element of Pension Credit

· Child Tax Credit (provided you’re not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and have a gross annual income of £16,190 or less)

· Working Tax Credit run-on (paid for four weeks after you stop qualifying)

What’s the difference between this and the free meals my child already receives?

Currently, all pupils from Reception to Year 6 receive free school meals – funded by the Government (Infants) and the Mayor of London (Juniors). However, Pupil Premium funding is separate. By registering, the school receives vital additional funding, and you gain access to the HAF programme and holiday vouchers.
